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Psalm 33

Theme: A song of praise from a redeemed people.

In this Psalm God is worshipped as the creator and as
providential ruler. He is praised for his majestic and matchless
grace. For the first time, musical instruments are plainly
mentioned in the text itself. The author's name is not given and is
one in this segment of Psalms that David may not have written.

D Rejoice in the Lord, O Ye Righteous: for Praise is comely
for the upright (Ps 33:1).

We are to rejoice in the presence of God. This is a beautiful

———————e | 52 O praise. It sounds like David, and it is possible that he
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could have written it.

o Praise the Lord with harp; sing unto Him with the psaltery
and an instrument of ten strings (Ps. 33:2).

The psaltery is a ten stringed instrument resembling a zither.

o Sing unto Him a new song: play skillfully with a loud noise
(Ps 33:3).

We are to sing a new song unto the Lord. What is that new
song? Several Psalms speak of a new song that will be sung in
the future. Rev. 5:9 says “And they sung a new song, saying,
Thou art worthy to take the book, and to open the seals thereof:
for thou was slain, and hast redeemed us to God by thy blood out
of every kindred, and tongue, and people, and nation.” The
psalmist exhorts us to sing a song of praise to God because He is
our Creator, but the new song will be sung in heaven because the
Lord Jesus Christ is our Redeemer. In Rev. 13:3 we read, “And
they sung as it were a new song before the throne and before the
four beasts, and the elders and no man could learn that song but
the hundred and forty and four thousand, which were redeemed
from the earth?

o For the Word of the Lord is right; and all his works are
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done in truth (Ps 33:4).
Notice the Word of God and the Works of God, meaning His creative works.

D The Word of the Lord were the heavens made, and all the host of them by the breath of His
mouth. (Ps 33:6)

The Word of God is powerful. God used His voice to create. He brought the universe into
existence by His Word. He said, “..Let there be light; and there was light (Gen 1:3).” Do you realize
that all of that, came into existence when God spoke? God spoke into existence all created things;
vegetation, animal life, and man. What tremendous power there is in His Word!

o The Lord bringeth the counsel of the heathen to nought; he maketh the devices of the people
of none effect (Ps. 33:10)
o Blessed is the nation whose God is the Lord; and the people whom he hath chosen for His

own inheritance (Ps. 33:12).

This is a verse that should be put up in Washington D.C., so that the President and all of Congress
could see it.

o The Lord Looketh from Heaven; he beheldeth all the sons of men (Ps. 33:13).

He sees the President of the United States. He sees the Congress. He sees you. He sees me. No
one escapes His eye.

o There is no King saved by the multitude of an host; a mighty man is not delivered by much
strength. (Ps. 33:16)

Napoleon said that God is on the side of the greatest battalion, but he was wrong, because at the
Battle of Waterloo, Napoleon had the greatest battalion and lost. God is not on the side of the one
who has the biggest bomb, either.

. BEHOLD the eye of the LORD is upon them that hope in his mercy. (Ps. 33:18)

How wonderful this is.

o For our Heart shall Rejoice in Him, because we have trusted in His holy name (PS. 33:21).
When we trust in the name of God, our hearts will rejoice.

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Names Worn by God’s People

One major characteristic of the New Testament
church was the biblical names used to designate
God'’s people. Often they were called simply
“Christians” (Acts 11:26), but they were never
described as any special “kind” of Christian. They
were also referred to as “children of God” (Galatians
3:26). Early Christians were often known as
“saints” (Romans 1:7). It should be noted that this
term was not used in reference to special disciples
who were dead, but to all living Christians. In John
15:8, they are called “disciples” which means a
learner.

All early Christians were also called “priests.” This
term did not refer to a special class within the church
(referred to as a “clergy”) but to all Christians
everywhere (1 Peter 2:5-9). Each was a priest in the
sense that each could offer his own prayers to God
through the direct mediation of Jesus Christ.
(1Timothy 2:5) and could offer “living sacrifices”
through their dedication to the gospel (Romans
12:1).

Since all Christians were commanded to maintain an
attitude of humility they were all also called simply
“brethren” (Galatians 6:1).

In the New Testament age the church did not have a
name except for wearing the name of the Lord. In
the book of Romans we read, “...the churches of
Christ salute you’ (Romans 16:16).

Ask Sophia
Dear Sophia,

Why do we bow our heads and pray instead of
looking up to God?

Dear Friend,

We bow our heads and pray in humility and respect
for God. In Luke 18:11-14 we see an example of a
sinner not lifting his eyes to God but bowing his
head. But we must remember an acceptable
prayer is not due to our outward manners or
appearance but a humble and contrite heart. We
are reminded of this in 1 Samuel 16:7,...the Lord
looketh not on the outward appearance, but the
Lord looketh on the heart.

“But the wisdom that is from above is first pure, then
peaceable, gentle, and easy to be entreated, full of mercy
and good fruits, without partiality, and without hypocrisy. And
the Fruit of righteousness is sown in peace of them that make
peace.” (James 3:17-18)
